WHAT IS ROTARY’S U.S. 
$200 MILLION CHALLENGE GRANT?

The Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation awarded The Rotary Foundation a $100 million Challenge Grant for polio eradication in 2007. Then in 2009 at the Rotary International Assembly in San Diego, CA, the Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation upped the ante by again, donating an additional $255 million to Polio Plus. $100 million of this is another Challenge Grant, thereby making the total challenge to Rotary $200 million.

This would be about $2,000.00 per club, per year, thru 2012, or for Rotary District 6990 a total of about $300,000.00 during that time frame.  The good news is that Rotary District 6990 has already exceeded the 1st $100 million Challenge by raising funds in the 1st two years in excess of $195,000.00.  District 6990 has been using The Helicopter Golf Ball Drop to raise the funds in the fall of each year within our local communities and have committed to meet our goal of $300,000.00.
