Guest Speaker, Patsy West
Pioneer Southeast Florida

Patsy West spoke of her family’s arrival to Miami in 1888 and the way of life at that time. She also spoke of the family’s interaction with the Seminole Indians.  She has many fascinating stories to tell about those years and covered subjects such as cargo from ship wrecks that washed up on the shore providing locals with almost everything they needed to live.  Patsy spoke of transportation of the time. She discussed the 1st, 2nd, and 3rd Seminole Wars; different types of food in the early days; the impact of draining the everglades on the prairies and advent of farmland because of it; Fort Lauderdale in the 1930’s when swimming was the great entertainment of the day; and natural plant life of the area.
Questions led to Patsy relating the history of the Seminole tribe in relation to their many endeavors to earn money and their final success in casinos.

Patsy weaves spell binding stories of life in South Florida, through the early days to the present.  As a pioneer of the area, she says she is looking forward to Fort Lauderdale’s landscape getting back to looking like it did in the old days.

WHAT ARE THE ROTARY FOUNDATION RECOGINITION POINTS?
Foundation Recognition Points are awarded to individuals on a one for one basis, for each dollar donation, after the individual Rotarian reaches their 1st Paul Harris award status. They are also awarded to clubs and districts for eligible donations thru matching grants or straight out donations. District points and Club points may only be transferred by the District Governor or Club President, respectively.  Also, points are only transferable in minimum packets of 100 points.  They can only be transferred to an individual, Rotarian or Non-Rotarian.  The individual who has points is the only person that can initiate the transfer.  Once points are transferred they are applied and are not re-transferable. Points expire with the death of the individual, except for Major Donors’ points, which can be transferrable by the surviving spouse.  PLEASE CHECK WITH YOUR CLUB PREDIDENT OR FOUNDATION CHAIR TO SEE HOW MANY POINTS YOU HAVE AND USE THEM WISELY!
