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Fort Lauderdale Airport Runway Expansion
Steve Belleme and Allan Siegel provided a most interesting presentation on Fort Lauderdale Airport improvements and renovations. 

In 2010, total traffic was 22,412,627 passengers, 18,965,234 were domestic, and 3,447,393 were international.  The year 2011 has shown positive growth, ranking the airport #4 in growth rate in the country.  The airport also shows lowest fares with more than 300 daily departures to over 100 destinations.  The economic impact of the Fort Lauderdale Airport is calculated to be $2.7 billion annually, providing 37,000 jobs.

The new south runway will be extended to 8000 feet at an estimated cost of $791 million and planned completion by the fall of 2014.  It’s anticipated that this extension will generate over 11,000 jobs throughout the life of the project.  

The runway will be elevated and be about 60 ft. high.  The project will proceed in stages, the final stage being the runway commissioning planned for September 13, 2014.  

A great Q&A followed the presentation.  Allan and Steve were knowledgeable on each and every question and members went away well informed.
